Rules of the Jeopardy Game

Å Each table will be assigned a number ïplease locate your table number.

Å Each table will take turns selecting a question from the screen to answer. 

- The order of play will be determined randomly using a table number generator.

Å There are four categories of questions:

1. Disaster Risk Financing General

2. Financial Instruments

3. Trigger and Payout System

4. Shock-Responsive Social Protection

Å Each category contains five questions , with scores ranging from $200 to $1,000 .

Å The table that answers correctly will earn the score assigned to that question.

Å Each table has 10 seconds to answer after selecting a question.

Å If the table gives an incorrect answer or fails to respond in time, other tables may raise their 

hand to attempt the question ï the host will invite responses on a first -come, first -served

basis.

Å The team that answers correctly (i.e., guesses the jargon or concept correctly) earns the 

corresponding score.

many different types of future scenarios 
to estimate how often big or small disasters 
(e.g., floods, earthquakes) may occur, and 
how much they may cost when they do.

The process of shifting existing 
budgeted funds from one category to 

another to meet emerging needs, 
including disaster-related costs.

Government-held reserves that are 
allocated before disasters occur with the 
objective of being available to respond to 
emergencies, or local-level disaster risk 

recovery and reconstruction.

Insurance purchased by the 
government (rather than individuals) 
to protect groups of people or sectors.

A loan that is negotiated but not disbursed 
until the agreed pre-condition is met, e.g., a 

disaster, that allows flexible budgetary 
resources to governments or operational 

expenditures to private companies.

Financial arrangement secured 
before a disaster occurs (e.g.,
